Number of Joint Syndicate discussions 
were prominent in this term.

Third Term
Student officers joined third term after two weeks midterm leave. Third term of naval staff course was designed for both single service 
and joint service participation. This term started with a critical view of students through Ex JUKTI TORKO(Argumentative Essay 
Writings).At the very 1st week, Ex MUKTO PROKASH (Analytical Writing) was also conducted for improving communication skill of 
student officers. Naval and Air wing student officers also jointly prepared appreciation and opO for naval-air joint exercise ‘Ex 
LUBDHOK GUNGCHIL’ in this week.

First Term

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ORIENTATION
The journey of 38 Air Staff course started with a total of 43 student officers including 25 BAF student officers and 18 overseas student 
officers from friendly air forces. Shifting of the accommodation of BAF officers from different places to DSCSC residential area and 
issuing of required précis for the course were two preparatory events. The ice breaking ceremony was conducted on 30 March 2017 
where all the student officers were joined along with their families. On 2nd April 2017 the journey started with the Flag Raising 
Ceremony and the Commandant’s opening address. Immediately after that, on 14 April 2017 the Bangla New Year celebration gave 
opportunity all to get oriented faster.

TERM-1
The 1st term has started with the submission of ‘My Life’ essay to respective syndicate Directing Staffs. The term concentrated 
commonly on the basics on the foundation of knowledge. Oral expressions were tested by EX-KOTHAMALA-1, 2 where the students 
could focus on improving the communication skills. MUKTOCHINTA-1 was the first analytical essay writing exercise in this term. Then 
getting oriented with the research methodology, selection of appropriate topics for the Individual Research Paper (IRP) appeared as 
big challenges for student officers.

TERM-2

TERM-3

student officers express their mind on the complexity of military problems and analyzed the influence of personality of a Commander. 
EX SHANTIR PAYRA was an interesting exercise by which the student officers learnt the UN decision making process. Then, EX 
AGNIRBAAN was conducted in this term which was challenging and interesting for the Air wing students. This exercise was conducted 
in 02 phases. Initial phase was Exercise Writing Team (EWT) where the students worked as a member of the team and then 
Command Post Exercise (CPX) which was the second phase of the exercise. In this exercise there was active participation of the 
student officers from Army. DSs evaluated the planning of the controllers and decision making challenges of the players. 
Ex-LUBDHOK GUNGCHILL was conducted in Chittagong with the Naval Wing students for giving the experience on plan validation 
by simulation in simulator.

MY STAY AT MIRPUR 

Let me start by honestly expressing myself that the first few weeks in Mirpur were confusing, difficult and overwhelming. All too often I 
would ask myself, why did I even choose to come here?

But, soon the coming weeks reassured me, the beauty of the campus, caring faculty, the games at sports complex and friendly atmos-
phere changed the situation around. Slowly and steadily we became less reserved and more eager, less anxious and more relaxed; and 
very soon we realized that they were right in saying that Bangladesh is lovely.

Look at us now. Look at all that we have achieved together in 11 months. We have put together numerous operational and administrative 
exercises, innumerable COX’s and War Games, and many cultural programmes. We have had sleepless nights together in syndicate 
rooms, written numerous MuktoChintas and Ovibaktis, hosted Guest Speakers and completed a whole Campaign Plan. We made our 
voices heard, and have learned to be true Mirpurians. We did all these in the past year and yet all these achievements would have 
remained imaginary and abstracts illusion floating around the lake of Mirpur presented us. Instead of fear and prospect of failure, we 
saw new possibilities and opportunities to embrace challenges with optimism and belied in Mirpur values.

Having said that let me be a bit practical about activities and our experience. First in the line was two weeks induction course aimed at 
introduction of course structure and local culture. We were professionally exposed to things that we were expected to come across 
frequently during our stay in the country. Most fascinating were the visits we made to various institutions and work places. This was 
indeed the beginning of negation of preconceived nations about Bangladesh. We learnt that Bangladesh as a country was so deter-
mined to attain an enviable position in the region.

Next came the Ice Breaking Ceremony, which marked the commencement of course, aiming to introduce us to our sponsors (DS, 
student and Civilian). The sponsor Ds and student took care of us in Mirpur with regards to our course requirements. Civil sponsor 
played a vital role in exposing us to the rich and fascinating culture of Bangladesh.

I personally had a fascinating time with my civil sponsor. I realized that this was just one of the ways the college extends their hospitality 
towards foreign students. My civil sponsor was really the man who drove me deeper into the love I have for Bangladesh as a country.

During the course we realize the professionalism of the faculty. Their wealth of knowledge, Humanity and compassionate tendencies 
eased out our learning environment. They were quick at ensuring that our thoughts and approaches converged to a common purpose, 
despite we were from different military backgrounds. In nut shell, we have learnt very useful concepts that might add value to what we 
already know. Apart from the academic knowledge, they had always shown concern over our well-being. The faculty showed concern 
and most cases consoled and comforted individual having welfare problems back home. Their loving kindness would possibly drive any 
of us into making a comeback if a second coming could have been possible.

The course structure was exhaustive yet systematic and we have been immensely benefited from the knowledge acquired in Mirpur.

Mirpur provided equal opportunities to our families by involving them in the ladies club enrichment programmes. They were frequently 
exposed to local culture, customs and grooming classes. Study Tour to Chittagong and Cox’s Bazar was very exhaustive yet fruitful to 
experience and embrace new things coming our way.

This is perhaps due to the experience and dedication for the SD and Admin Staff that our stay here has been a win-win situation. We 
have not only acquired military and academic knowledge, or had the opportunity of having long lasting friendship, but we have also suc-
ceeded in the tapping the expertise of the SD and Admin Staff in giving out optimum service within constraints. We have a lot to import 
home as we go back.
